This action directly contradicts your own
clear ethics rules on your website:

A Refresher on the Impartiality Rule
January 25, 2017

"As explained in my most recent note, executive branch employees are subject to an important
set of ethics rules contained in the Standards of Ethical Conduct for Employees of the
Executive Branch. Underlying these rules is a principle that employees must avoid even the
appearance of impropriety. The impartiality rule breathes life into this principle.

Under the primary conflict of interest law, an employee must not participate in any particular
matter affecting the employee’s financial interests, and the impartiality rule goes even further
by focusing on appearance issues. This rule applies even when the employee is free of
financial conflicts of interest.

Briefly stated, the impartiality rule requires an employee to consider appearance concerns
before participating in a particular matter if someone close to the employee is involved as a
party to that matter. This requirement to refrain from participating (or “recuse”) is designed to
avoid the appearance of favoritism in government decision-making.

The rule is not implicated by everyone the employee knows, for example, mere friends and
neighbors. Instead, the rule focuses on professional and family relationships. Among others,
the rule arises based on the employee’s relationship with any member of the employee’s
household, an outside employer, a spouse’s employer, any relative with whom the employee
has a close personal relationship, or an outside organization in which the employee is an
“active” member. The rule is also triggered by the employee’s relationship with individuals,
clients, ...."

Earlier today (February 9, 2017), Kellyanne Conway appeared on Fox News where she
expressly endorsed the purchase of Ivanka Trump's apparel line. Similarly, President Trump
has made several unfavorable public statements about retailers dropping the Ivanka Trump
brand, including a tweet yesterday (February 8, 2017) that his daughter Ivanka was treated
"unfairly” by Nordstrom. Setting aside the fact that these statements are immature at best, and
distract from important policy issues facing our nation, they are also violations of statute 5
CFR 2635.702 which states, among other things, that:

An employee shall not use his public office for his own private gain, for the endorsement of
any product, service or enterprise, or for the private gain of friends, relatives, or persons with
whom the employee is affiliated in a nongovernmental capacity.

An employee shall not use or permit the use of his Government position or title or any
authority associated with his public office in a manner that is intended to coerce or induce
another person, including a subordinate, to provide any benefit, financial or otherwise, to
himself or to friends, relatives, or persons with whom the employeeis affiliated in a
nongovernmental capacity.

Thereisno basis for allowing these statements to stand unchallenged as they are adirect and
clear violation of this statute. Y our office is bound to investigate, formally charge, and
ingtitute the appropriate penalties for these actions. As a citizen who loves America, | am
writing to make this demand.

An employee shall not use or permit the use of his Government position or title or any authority associated with his
public office in amanner that is intended to coerce or induce another person, including a subordinate, to provide any
benefit, financial or otherwise, to himself or to friends, relatives, or persons with whom the employee is affiliated in
anongovernmental capacity.

Thereis no basis for allowing these statements to stand unchallenged as they are a direct and clear violation of this
statute. Y our office is bound to investigate, formally charge, and institute the appropriate penalties for these actions.

An employee shall not use his public office
for his own private gain, for the endorsement of any product, service or enterprise, or for the
private gain of friends, relatives, or persons with whom the employeeis affiliated in a
nongovernmental capacity, including nonprofit organizations of which the employeeisan
officer or member, and persons with whom the employee has or seeks employment or business
relations. The specific prohibitions set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this section apply
this general standard, but are not intended to be exclusive or to limit the application of this
section.

The action by Conway reflects an on-going careless regard of the conflicts of interest laws and
regulations of some members of the Trump family and Trump Administration. While many of
these restrictions may not explicitly apply to the President or Vice President, the
Administration’s employees are not immune from these ethics rules.

Please proceed with an investigation and take appropriate enforcement actions to ensure that
all employees of the federal government abide by the conflict of interest laws and regulations.

Trump has not effectively divested himself of any of his business interests in anything
resembling the blind trust ethics official recommend, and in fact is still following many of
them on Twitter, implying that he maintains a personal interest in their actions and
performance. And he continues to profit personally from his office as president—most
recently with talk of the DoD renting space at Trump Tower, in addition to taxpayers' paying
for the Secret Service to fatten the Trump coffers by renting space there to guard Melania
Trump. Trump is rife with unethical, potentially deeply compromising conflicts of interest.

But now he is using his power and influence as president to comment on business proceedings
of a company that directly impacts his daughter’s business. Nordstrom experienced an
immediate dip in stock prices after the tweet—it’s far from the first time Trump’s tweets have
affected a company’s value (also here). And it’s certainly an implied pressure on the company
to avoid the displeasure of the man who has the power to create not only market dips for them,
but regulations that might directly impact their profits. It’s a clear conflict of interest and an
abuse of executive power—only the latest of many similar instances—and I urge you to
mvestigate this breach of ethics.

anongovernmental capacity.

Thereis no basis for allowing these statements to stand unchallenged as they are a direct and clear violation of this

Sec 2635.702 Use of public office for private gain.

An employee shall not use his public office for his own private gain, for the endorsement of any product, service or
enterprise, or for the private gain of friends, relatives, or persons with whom the employee is affiliated in a
nongovernmental capacity, including nonprofit organizations of which the employeeis an officer or member, and
persons with whom the employee has or seeks employment or business relations. The specific prohibitions set forth
in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this section apply this general standard, but are not intended to be exclusive or to
limit the application of this section.

(a)Inducement or coercion of benefits. An employee shall not use or permit the use of his Government position or
title or any authority associated with his public office in amanner that is intended to coerce or induce another
person, including a subordinate, to provide any benefit, financia or otherwise, to himself or to friends, relatives, or
persons with whom the employee is affiliated in a nongovernmental capacity.

Example 1:

Offering to pursue arelative's consumer complaint over a household appliance, an employee of the Securities and
Exchange Commission called the general counsel of the manufacturer and, in the course of discussing the problem,
stated that he worked at the SEC and was responsible for reviewing the company's filings. The employee violated
the prohibition against use of public office for private gain by invoking his official authority in an attempt to
influence action to benefit hisrelative.

Example 2:

An employee of the Department of Commerce was asked by afriend to determine why his firm's export license had
not yet been granted by another office within the Department of Commerce. At a department-level staff meeting, the
employee raised as a matter for official inquiry the delay in approval of the particular license and asked that the
particular license be expedited. The official used her public officein an attempt to benefit her friend and, in acting as
her friend's agent for the purpose of pursuing the export license with the Department of Commerce, may also have
violated 18 U.S.C. 205.

(b)Appearance of governmental sanction. Except as otherwise provided in this part, an employee shall not use or
permit the use of his Government position or title or any authority associated with his public office in a manner that
could reasonably be construed to imply that his agency or the Government sanctions or endorses his personal
activities or those of another. When teaching, speaking, or writing in a personal capacity, he may refer to his official
title or position only as permitted by § 2635.807(b). He may sign a letter of recommendation using his officia title
only in response to arequest for an employment recommendation or character reference based upon personal
knowledge of the ability or character of an individua with whom he has dealt in the course of Federal employment
or whom heis recommending for Federal employment.



Example 1:

An employee of the Department of the Treasury who is asked to provide aletter of recommendation for aformer
subordinate on his staff may provide the recommendation using officia stationery and may sign the letter using his
official title. If, however, the request is for the recommendation of a personal friend with whom he has not dealt in
the Government, the employee should not use official stationery or sign the letter of recommendation using his
officid title, unless the recommendation is for Federal employment. In writing the letter of recommendation for his
personal friend, it may be appropriate for the employee to refer to his official position in the body of the letter.
(c)Endorsements. An employee shall not use or permit the use of his Government position or title or any authority
associated with his public office to endorse any product, service or enterprise except:

(1) In furtherance of statutory authority to promote products, services or enterprises; or

(2) Asaresult of documentation of compliance with agency requirements or standards or as the result of recognition
for achievement given under an agency program of recognition for accomplishment in support of the agency's
mission.

Example 1:

A Commissioner of the Consumer Product Safety Commission may not appear in atelevision commercial in which
she endorses an electrical appliance produced by her former employer, stating that it has been found by the CPSC to
be safe for residential use.

Example 2:

A Foreign Commercia Service officer from the Department of Commerce is asked by a United States
telecommunications company to meet with representatives of the Government of Spain, which isin the process of
procuring telecommuni cations services and equipment. The company is bidding against five European companies
and the statutory mission of the Department of Commerce includes assisting the export activities of U.S. companies.
As part of hisofficial duties, the Foreign Commercial Service officer may meet with Spanish officials and explain
the advantages of procurement from the United States company.

Example 3:

The Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency may sign aletter to an oil company indicating that its
refining operations are in compliance with Federa air quality standards even though he knows that the company has
routinely displayed letters of this type in television commercials portraying it as a “trustee of the environment for
future generations.”

Example 4:

An Assistant Attorney General may not use his official title or refer to his Government position in a book jacket
endorsement of anovel about organized crime written by an author whose work he admires. Nor may hedo soina
book review published in a newspaper.

(d)yPerformance of official duties affecting a private interest. To ensure that the performance of his official duties
does not give rise to an appearance of use of public office for private gain or of giving preferential treatment, an
employee whose duties would affect the financial interests of afriend, relative or person with whom heis affiliated
in anongovernmental capacity shall comply with any applicable requirements of § 2635.502.

(e)Use of terms of address and ranks. Nothing in this section prohibits an employee who is ordinarily addressed
using agenera term of address, such as“ The Honorable”, or arank, such asamilitary or ambassadorial rank, from
using that term of address or rank in connection with a personal activity.

Good morning,

Earlier today (February 9, 2017), Kellyanne Conway appeared on Fox News where she
expressly endorsed the purchase of Ivanka Trump's apparel line. Similarly, President Trump
has made several unfavorable public statements about retailers dropping the Ivanka Trump
brand, including a tweet yesterday (February 8, 2017) that his daughter Ivanka was treated
"unfairly" by Nordstrom. Setting aside the fact that these statements are immature at best, and
distract from important policy issues facing our nation, they are also violations of statute 5
CFR 2635.702 which states, among other things, that:

"An employee shall not use his public office for his own private gain, for the endorsement of
any product, service or enterprise, or for the private gain of friends, relatives, or persons with
whom the employee is affiliated in a nongovernmental capacity.

An employee shall not use or permit the use of his Government position or title or any
authority associated with his public office in a manner that is intended to coerce or induce
another person, including a subordinate, to provide any benefit, financial or otherwise, to
himself or to friends, relatives, or persons with whom the employee is affiliated in a
nongovernmental capacity."

There 1s no basis for allowing these statements to stand unchallenged as they are a direct and
clear violation of this statute. Your office is bound to investigate, formally charge, and
nstitute the appropriate penalties for these actions. As a citizen who loves America, I am
writing to make this demand.
