Pursuant to Section 609 of Public Law 112-74, Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2012, 
the Office of Government Ethics is requesting approval to retain 50 percent of the fiscal year 
2012 unobligated balances remaining at the end of fiscal year 2012. Sec. 609 reads: 

Except as otherwise specifically provided by law, not to exceed 50 percent of 
unobligated balances remaining available at the end of fiscal year 2012 from 
appropriations made available for salaries and expenses for fiscal year 2012 in 
this Act, shall remain available through September 30, 2013, for each such 
account for the purposes authorized: Provided, That a request shall be submitted 
to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the 
Senate for approval prior to the expenditure of such funds: Provided further, That 
these requests shall be made in compliance with reprogramming guidelines. 

We propose to use the majority of funds, totaling $133,452.17 to obtain necessary services, 
including those of a public accounting firm in order to comply with the Accountability of Tax 
Dollars Act of 2002, for this agency's annual audit and also for its accounting services.
